BEJT SIMCHA REGULATIONS

Article I

Name, Headquarters and Legal Status

1. BEJT SIMCHA is a voluntary citizens' association, which was founded in order to support Judaism in the Czech Republic.

2. BEJT SIMCHA is headquartered at Praha 2, Mánesova 8.
3. BEJT SIMCHA is founded pursuant to the Citizens Association Act No. 83/1990 Coll., it has the status of legal entity, and its activities are initiated on the day of registering with the Ministry of Interior of the Czech Republic.

4. BEJT SIMCHA is established for the indeterminate period.

Article II

Goals and Mission of BEJT SIMCHA

1. The main goal and mission of BEJT SIMCHA is the support of Judaism and Jewish culture in the Czech Republic, study of Judaism, and preparation for the transition of BEJT SIMCHA Citizens' Association to the religious organization pursuant to the Act No. 3/2002 Coll.
2. Another important goal is the dialog with the other minority groups and major organizations in the Czech Republic.

Article III

Members, Their Rights and Duties

1. A membership in BEJT SIMCHA is individual. Any person can become a member of BEJT SIMCHA. Such person must identify with the mission and goals of BEJT SIMCHA and be willing to help with their implementation according to his/her capabilities and opportunities. Such person can become a member only if at least one of his/her grandparents was evidently a Jew pursuant to the applicable Halakhah Regulations, or insofar as an applicant for membership underwent a conversion to Judaism.
2. A membership in BEJT SIMCHA commences by submission of the application, in which a potential new member agrees with the mission and goals of BEJT SIMCHA and incurs liabilities to respect the BEJT SIMCHA Regulations.

3. The BEJT SIMCHA members have the following rights and duties:

a. to vote and to be elected into the BEJT SIMCHA bodies

b. to vote at the BEJT SIMCHA General Meeting

c. to be informed about the BEJT SIMCHA activities

d. to actively realize the goals and mission of BEJT SIMCHA

e. to pay the BEJT SIMCHA membership fees

4. The BEJT SIMCHA membership ceases:

a. by cessation of BEJT SIMCHA

b. by cancellation of the membership by a member

c. by revocation of the membership in the case a members seriously breaches the BEJT SIMCHA Regulations; the General Meeting decides on the revocation of the membership

d. by the death of a member

5. The Club of BEJT SIMCHA Friends exists at BEJT SIMCHA. Any person who is interested in the activities of BEJT SIMCHA and does not meet the conditions of the proper membership can become the member of the Club of BEJT SIMCHA Friends.

Article IV

BEJT SIMCHA Bodies

1. The bodies of BEJT SIMCHA are the General Meeting, Board of Directors, Revision Committee, and Chairman.

2. The incumbency of all BEJT SIMCHA representatives is two (2) years, insofar as the applicable body does not decide on dismissal and nomination of new members.

3. The highest body of BEJT SIMCHA is the General Meeting, which is held at least once a year.

4. The BEJT SIMCHA bodies have a quorum if at least one-half of the delegates are present. The decision-making is done by voting. The proposition is accepted if the absolute majority of the present delegates accept it.

Article V

General Meeting

1. The General Meeting is the highest body of BEJT SIMCHA. It consists of all living members of BEJT SIMCHA.

2. The General Meeting decides on all matters related to BEJT SIMCHA, and it especially:

a. decides on the fundamental program goals of BEJT SIMCHA and the BEJT SIMCHA essential activities

b. elects and removes the members of the Board of Directors and Revision Committee

c. elects the BEJT SIMCHA Agent and Deputy Agent for Jewish Communities Federation Council

d. approves the economy report on BEJT SIMCHA

e. approves the activity report on BEJT SIMCHA

f. decides on changes of the BEJT SIMCHA Regulations

g. decides on revocation of BEJT SIMCHA membership

h. decides on termination of BEJT SIMCHA

i. decides on other selected particulars

3. The Board of Directors calls the General Meeting at least once a year. Furthermore, the Revision Committee is authorized to call the General Meeting pursuant to Paragraph 5, Article VIII of the BEJT SIMCHA Regulations herein. The written General Meeting invitation card containing the program proposal must be sent to all living members of BEJT SIMCHA at least seven (7) days in advance.

4. The absolute majority of the BEJT SIMCHA members must be present at the General Meeting for its decisions to be considered valid. The General Meeting has a quorum, insofar as the absolute majority of the living BEJT SIMCHA members are present. Insofar as the absolute majority of the BEJT SIMCHA living members fail to attend the General Meeting, it shall be postponed by one (1) hour. After one (1) hour, the General Meeting shall have a quorum and be competent to negotiate the program stated in the invitation card even if the absolute majority of the BEJT SIMCHA living members are not present.

5. The report shall be completed on the results of the General Meeting.

Article VI

Board of Directors
1. The Board of Directors is the highest body of BEJT SIMCHA between the two (2) General Meetings called. It consists of seven (7) or five (5) members of BEJT SIMCHA. The General Meeting elects the members of the Board of Directors.

2. The Board of Directors:

a. governs the BEJT SIMCHA activity between the General Meetings

b. manages the BEJT SIMCHA property

c. elects its Chairman and the First and Second Vice Chairman

d. nominates the BEJT SIMCHA Treasurer and BEJT SIMCHA Coordinator

e. administers the list of BEJT SIMCHA members and accepts the applications from the potential new members

f. calls the BEJT SIMCHA General Meeting

g. informs the BEJT SIMCHA members about the BEJT SIMCHA activities

h. decides on the particulars, which are not governed by the General Meeting or the Revision Committee pursuant to the BEJT SIMCHA Regulations herein

i. negotiates the activities of the BEJT SIMCHA Agent for Jewish Communities Federation Council

j. the report is completed on the results of the Board of Directors Meeting

3. The Chairman calls the BEJT SIMCHA Board of Directors Meeting at least once a month. The absolute majority of the Board of Directors member votes are necessary to reach the valid decision.

Article VII

Chairman and Vice Chairman

1. The Board of Directors elects its Chairman, First Vice Chairman, and Second Vice Chairman from the pool of its members.

2. The Chairman represents BEJT SIMCHA externally and acts on its behalf in all matters pursuant to the decisions of the General Meeting and the Board of Directors.

3. The Chairman is responsible for execution of all BEJT SIMCHA duties towards the government administration bodies.

4. The Chairman calls and directs the Board of Directors Meetings.

5. During the period between the Board of Directors Meetings, the Chairman is authorized to perform the peremptory measures, which otherwise belongs under the Chairman's competence.

6. The Chairman is authorized to attend the Revision Committee Meeting, and if the Chairman asks to speak at the Revision Committee Meeting, such request must be granted.

7. In the case of an announced absence of the Chairman, all authorities and responsibilities are delegated to the First Vice Chairman. If the First Vice Chairman is not present, all authorities and duties are delegated to the Second Vice Chairman.

8. Only the Chairman, First Vice Chairman, and Treasurer have a right to undersign the BEJT SIMCHA accounts. At every instance, either the Chairman or the First Vice Chairman countersigns the cash payment orders together with the Treasurer.

Article VIII

Revision Committee

1. The Revision Committee is the controlling body of BEJT SIMCHA.

2. The Revision Committee consists of at least three (3) members. The General Meeting elects the Revision Committee members from the pool of the BEJT SIMCHA members, who neither are the Board of Directors members nor nominated for the Treasurer or Coordinator.

3. The Revision Committee elects its Chairman from the pool of its members. The Revision Committee Chairman calls and directs the Revision Committee Meeting at least once every three months.

4. The Revision Committee has a duty to control the economic activities of BEJT SIMCHA. For these purposes, all BEJT SIMCHA bodies have a duty to submit all necessary information to the Revision Committee for inspection.

5. The Revision Committee has a duty to submit its findings to the Board of Directors. Insofar as the Board of Directors does not execute corrective measures to eliminate the deficiencies within one (1) month, the Revision Committee shall have a right to call the General Meeting and to suggest specific measures.

6. The Revision Committee Chairman is authorized to attend the Board of Directors Meeting, and if the Chairman asks to speak at the Board of Directors Meeting, such request must be granted.

7. The absolute majority of the Revision Committee members are necessary to reach the valid decision.

8. The report must be completed on the results and conclusions of the Revision Committee Meeting.

Article IX

BEJT SIMCHA Agent and Deputy Agent for Jewish Communities Federation Council (hereinafter referred to as "Agent")

1. The elected BEJT SIMCHA Agent and Deputy Agent for Jewish Communities Federation Council (hereinafter referred to as RF ŽO) acts within this body of the Jewish Communities Federation and the Agent considers the goals and interests of BEJT SIMCHA during the decision-making and the Agent does not act in contradiction with such goals and interests.

2. The Agent informs the BEJT SIMCHA Executive Council about the RF ŽO Meeting program in advance and the Agent takes into consideration the RF ŽO opinions during the Agent's actions.

3. The Agent informs the BEJT SIMCHA Executive Council about the results of the RF ŽO Meeting. The report on the Executive Council Meeting must me completed. The Agent's information must include in the report.

Article X

BEJT SIMCHA Economic Activity

1. The financial resources of BEJT SIMCHA are:

a. donations, subsidies, subventions, contributions

b. other income

2. All BEJT SIMCHA economic activities are considered as non-profit.

Article XI

Interim and Final Provisions

1. The BEJT SIMCHA Preparation Committee directs and coordinates all activities until the proper and statutory General Meeting is called.

2. BEJT SIMCHA can terminate its activities:

a. by a decision of the General Meeting on the termination of the BEJT SIMCHA activities

b. by a final decision of the Ministry of Interior of the Czech Republic on the termination of BEJT SIMCHA pursuant to Act No. 83/1990 Coll.

3. The General Meeting decides on the method of disposal in the case of BEJT SIMCHA cessation.

4. Insofar as not stated otherwise in the BEJT SIMCHA Regulations herein, the BEJT SIMCHA relations are governed by all legal statutes currently in force and effect in the Czech Republic.

5. The BEJT SIMCHA Regulations herein come into effect on the day of registering BEJT SIMCHA with the Ministry of Interior of the Czech Republic.
